ENGLISH BEYOND THE CLASSROOM

Learning a language is not restricted within the
walls of a classroom. The leaming process does
not have to stop as soon as students leave the
school, nor is it a procedure that depends solely
on having a teacher before you.

Equally, learning and consolidation cannot be
achieved only through students' books and
homework. It is imporiant to have constant
contact with a language in order for the learning
process o continue. [Fortunately, in Cyprus we
have a lot of stimuli available to aid students’
language development. Students can benefit a lot
from reading books, magazines and newspapers
in English; from listening to an English-speaking
radio stafion, such as BBC World Service or the
British Bases Station, or to music, as well as from
trying to listen to fiim dialogues rather than just
read the subtittes. Using the Internet not only for
school projects but also for finding out about
things that interest you is also helpful.

Another advantage that we have in Cyprus is that
many people are involved in tourism and students
often have the opportunity to use English in order
to communicate with visitors; they should seize
this opportunity and not feel awkward about
speaking English. Reading or listening to the
{anguage is not enough to help students improve
their speech. Using the language with native
speakers will help immensely in many different
ways, but above all it will give students the chance
o realise that what is important is to understand a
message and then be able o respond
appropriately, despite the possible errors that they
might make. Writing to friends or relatives abroad
is yet another way of using the language to
communicate outside the bounds of the
classroom; writing  without the pressure  of
performing well to get a good grade wili help
students 1o express themselves freely and
practise what they have leamt.

To sum up, using English actively whenever the
situation arises will enhance the work that is
carriedt out at school and speed up the learming
process.

Increasing levels of global
ollution threaten the survival of nature and the
well-being of people around the world. These
ers are caused by us through the fumes and
tory emissions which pollute our envircnment.
20, sclentists have been frying to find some
enswable ways to supply energy without
armaging our environment, As part of our English
_lesson, the students of B2 have looked into the
es of pollution on our planet and have written

this repert on the causes and conseguences of
pollution, as well as some alternative ways for
supplying energy.

Water Poilution

Oit and chemicals from factories and ships are
constantly spilt into the sea, rivers and lakes and
nollution is increasing. The result of pollution is
that many fish and other living creaiures in the
sea are dying. Not only this, but we often eat fish
that has been poisoned and as a resuli peopie
sometimes die, too. The effect of poliution cannot
be restricted in one area and a certain number of
fish only. Chemical poisoning can be’ passed
down from one generation to the next. Also, any
creatures, like fish or birds, that eat poisoned fish
will be affected, too, so in the end it becomes a
vicious circie that cannot be broken and it
becomes very difficult to erase the effect of
pollution.  Some chemicals can destroy the
environment as well as cause many neurological
problems to human beings who consume them.
Many kinds of fish are in danger of extinction as a
result of pollution. This means that we must take
measures before it is oo late. We must avoid
polluting our rivers, lakes and seas because their
destruction can have severe conseguences on
our environment and life on the planet in general.
An organization called ‘Green Peace’ has special
boats that patrol the seas in an effort to prevent
ships from spiliing oil into the sea and to stop
itlegai fishing, but that is not enough. Every
country has to take measures.

GiLosaL WARMING
Giobal warming has occurred because of human
behaviour. The atmosphere has become warmer
because of fumes emitted by car exhausts, factory
chimneys elc. Apart from the release of toxic
gases into the atmosphere there is another factor
responsible: the cutting down of forests. This
means that there is a lot more carbon dioxide
released into the air, since there are not enough
frees on the earth to absorb . The release of
toxic gases into the air has resulted into a gradual
rise in temperatures everywhere. This in turn is
leading to climate changes which pose a major
threat to our naiural environment. The effect of
higher temperatures all over is rising sea levels,
extremes of temperatures, drought, stronger and
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more frequent storms. The probiem does not siop
there. This has an impact on life on earth and
many planis and animals are in danger of
becoming extinct by 2050. Furthermore, as the
ice in the Poles melts and the sea level rises it
could mean the disappearance of low lying
countries as well as the disappearance of wild life
inhabiting the Arctic; it is predicted that by 2100
there will be no ice left,

in order to prevent the situation from geiting
worse, scientists have been [looking into
alternative ways of producing energy. Possible
energy sources are hydro-power, wind power,
solar power and geothermal power. These
alternatives would help to conserve fossil fuels,
which cannot last for ever, and would enable us 1o
reduce the levels of air poliution, as they are
virtually free of carbon dioxide. Another possible
source of energy is biomass, which is made up of
plant or animal waste products used for the
purpose of producing energy. An example of this
can be seen in Andalucia in Southern Spain. A
biormass plant using olive residue — the mass that
is left over afier the production of olive oil - was
set up in 1995 and later on, following its success,
others were built. By using this residue the
people in Southern Spain have managed 1o avoid
soil and water coniamination resulting from
burying olive left-overs into the soif, as well as to
produce ‘green electricity’ for quite a lot of homes
around the biomass plants.

CONCLUSION

Given the threat to human as well as wildlife
posed by the climatic changes resulting from
pollution governments should think more about
utilizing alternative sources of energy. They
should invest more money in research and in
establishing alternative energy production plants.
Something needs 10 be done urgently, and we
should all try to save our planat in any way we
can.

History is an unusual discipline. lts core is
hard fact that you cannot get away from and
have to learn to master. At the same time you
have 1o be deductive, perceplive and
imaginative in the use of that fact.’

{ Dr Christine Carpenter, University of
Cambridge)

History fires pupils' curiosity about the past in
world. Pupils consider how the past influences the
present, what past societies were like, how these
societies organised their politics, and what beliefs
and cultures influenced people's actions. As they
do this, pupils develop a chronoclogical framework
for their knowledge of significant evenis and
pecple. They see the diversity of human
experience, and undersiand more about
themselves as individuals and members of
society. What they learn can influence their
decisions about personal choices, atiitudes and
valugs.

In history, pupils find evidence, weigh it up and
reach their own conclusions. To do this they need
to be able to research, sift through evidence, and
argue for their point of view - skills that are prized
in adult life.

Pupils learn about significant individuals and
events in the history of the world from the Middie
Ages to the iwentieth century. They also leamn
apout key aspects of European and world history.
They show their understanding by making
connections between events and changes in the
different periocds and areas studied, and by
comparing the structure of societies and
sconomic, cultural and politicai developments.
They evaluate and use sources of information,
using their historical knowledge to analyse the
past and explain how it can be represented and
interpreted in different ways.

HISTORY TEACHER
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CAUSES OF THE FIRST WORLD WAR

Kaiser Wilhelm 1 and chancellor Bismarck raised
the econcmy of Germany to a level greater than
that of Britain. Once they had accomplished this
Bismarck focused his strengths on keeping
France isolated. He did this by being in full control
of the German Foreign policy, which meant there
was no chance of Germany going to war with
Britain or Russia.

This all changed when Kaiser Wilhelm 2 came to
power in 1888. He forced Chancellor Bismarck to
retire in 1890. The new Kaiser wanted a more
aggressive approach to the German Foreign
policy, hence why he forced Bismarck to retire. As
well as this he also believed Germany shouid
have a worldwide empire like that of Britain.
Wilhelm destroyed the friendly refations thai
Bismarck set up between Germany, Russia and
Britain. This lead to other nations seeing Germany
as a threat.

Germany signed a treaty of alliance with Austria-
Hungary in 1879, known as 'the central powers'.
This causad France and Russia to form an
alliance, as well as having friendly relations with
Britain, known as ‘the triple entente’.

After 1897 the Germans started to build an
enormous navy powerful enough 1o challenge the
British navy, Three years later the German
government passed a notion to build 41
battleships and 60 cruisers. This lead 1o the
French increasing their land army to over 4
million, also, the Russians built an exiensive
railway leading to the German and Austrian-
Hungarian borders.

In 1913, war was close because of an argument
between Austria-Hungary, Russia and Serbia on
how land taken from Turkey would be divided.
Germany would not give there backing to Ausiria-
Hungary and therefore war was prevented,

On the 28" June 1914, allegediy, a Serb shot
dead archduke Franz Ferdinand, heir to the
throne of Austria-Hungary. Austria-Hungary had
been looking for an excuse io attack Serbia,
finally, they had found it. While Serbia was looking
to Russia for help it Austria-Hungary attacked
Russia were looking towards Britain and France.
Austria-Hungary was looking fo their allies, who,
on the 5" July 1914 gave there backing to Austria-
Hungary hoping that when they attacked a
general war would start,

World War One may have been prevented if
Britain had announced i#s alliance with France
and Russia. Although senior civil servants urged
Grey to announce the alliance he would not, this
lead to Germany believing that Britain would not
fight in the event of war.

On the 3" august 1914 Germany attacked France
via Belgium. A day later Britain went o war
against Germany. Germany and Austria-Hungary
went on fighting for a further 4 years gaining allies
such as Turkey and Bulgaria. Until, they
surrendered  in 1918, When the American
reinforcements arrived in France. The armistice
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was signed and went into action on the '
November 1918.

‘In the research that follows, | will present the life
nd work of the Great Mathematician and
Philosopher Pythagoras. The chapter that follows
includes my thoughts on the problem and the

process of the mathematical equations | followed.
The conclusion is a review of my work,

PYTHAGORAS OF SAMOS

Pythagoras of Samos is often described as the
first pure mathematician. He is an extremely
important  figure in  the development of
mathematics yet we know relatively little about his
mathematical achievements. Unlike many later
Greek mathematicians, where at least we have
some of the books that they wrote, we have
nothing of Pythagoras's writings. The socciety
which he led, half religious and half scientific,
followed a code of secrecy which certainly means
that today Pythagoras is a mysterious figure.
Pythagoras's father was Mnesarchus and  his
mother was Pythais. As a child Pythagoras spent
his early years in Samos but travelled widely with
his father.

In about 535 BC Pythagoras went to Egypt. This
happened a few years after the tyrant Polycrates
seized control of the city of Samos, There is some
evidence to suggest that Pythagoras and
Polycrates were friendly at first and it is claimed
that Pythagoras went to Egypt with a letter of
introduction written by Polycrates. In fact
Polycrates had an alliance with Egypt and there
were therefore strong links betwsen Samos and
Egypt at this time. The accounts of Pythagoras's
time in Egypt suggest that he visited many of the
temples and took part in many discussions with
the priests. According to Porphyry and Pythagoras
was refused admission o all the temples except
the one at Diospolis where he was accepted into
the priesthood after completing the rites
necessary for admission.

in about 520 BC Pythagoras left Babylon and
returned to Samos. Polycrates had been killed in
about 522 BC and Cambyses died in the summer
of 522 BC, either by committing suicide or as the
result of an accident. The deaths of these rulers
may have been a factor in Pythagoras's return to
Samos but it is nowhere explained how
Pythagoras obtained his freedom. Darius of
Persia had taken control of Samos after
Polycrates' death and he would have controlted
the island on Pythagoras's return. This conflicts
with the accounts of Porphyry and Diogenes
Laertius who state that Polycrates was still in
control of Samos when Pythagoras returned
there.

Pythagoras left Samos and went to southern Italy
in about 518 BC (some say much earlier).
tamblichus gives some reasons for him leaving.
Pythagoras founded a philosophical and religious
school in Croton (now Crotone, on the east of the
heel of southermn laly) that had many followers.
Pythagoras was the head of the society with an
inner circle of followers known as mathematikoi.
The mathematikoi lived permanenily with the
Society, had no personal possessions and were
vegetarians. They were taught by Pythagoras
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himself and obeyed strict rules. The beliefs that

number which corresponds to the original heig
of the tree.

Pythagoras held were:

(1) That at its deepest level, reality is
mathematical in naturs,
(2) that philosophy can be used for spiritual
purification,

(3) that the soul can rise to union with the divine,
{4) that certain symbols have a mystical
significance,

{5) that all brothers of the order should observe
strict loyalty and secrecy.

Both men and women were permitted to become
members of the Socisty; in fact several later
women Pythagoreans became famous
philcsophers. The outer circle of the Society was
known as the akousmatics and they lived in their
own houses, only caming to the Society during the
day. They were aliowed their own possessions
and were not required to be vegetarians.

Of course today we particularly remember
Pythagoras for his famous geometry theorem.
Althcugh the Babylonians knew the theorem, now
known as Pythagoras theorem, 1000 years earlier
he may have been the first to prove it

The evidence is unclear as to when and where the
death of Pythagoras occurred. Certainly the
Pythagorean Society expanded rapidly after 500
BC, hecame political in nature and also spilt into a
number of factions.

Bonus: What is the probability of a person
being struck by lightning in his or her lifetime?
This is a seemingly simple guestion, but there is
no single answer that fits everyone. The
probability of being struck varies from parson to
person is determined by a number of different
factors. Among the most significant are:

1) Geographical  location  and  climatclogy
2) Diurnal and annual climatology
3} Personal lifestyle/hobbies

Where there is a lot of lightning, there is an
increased chance of being struck. The corridor
from Tampa Bay, Fi to Titusville, FL receives the
most lightning in the United States on an annual
basis. Furthermore, more than 90% of the
lightning in this area occurs from May through
October, between the hours of noon and
midnight. During this time of day and year, people
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in Central Florida who spend a large portion of
their fives outdoors e.g. construction workers, park -
rangers, goifers, campers etc. are much more
likely to be struck than anytime or anywhere else
in the country. On the other hand, thunderstorms
are uncommon in the Pacific Northwest, and are
virtually unheard of during the winter months.
Fecple in this region who spend much of their
fives indoors e.g. shaopkeepers, librarians,
bowlers, billiard piayers, etc. might win the lottery
before they were struck by lightning. It is simpiy
impossible to assign one single probability o
EVEry person.

According to Storm Data, a Nationa! Weather
Service publication, your odds of being struck by
fightning once in an 80-year fifetime are about one
in 3,000. You might have seen odds like one in
650,000. Those are roughly the odds of being
struck in a given year. Lightning strikes occur with
what statisticians call "independent probability",
This means one strike doesn't affect the
probability of anather strike. This is also true
about flips of a coin, or rolls of dice. If you rolta 12
cnce, your odds or rolling a 12 the next time are
the same. The way you calculate independent
probability is to multiply the odds. The odds of
being struck once in your lifetime are one in
3,000. The odds of being struck twice in your
lifetime are one in 9,000,000.

Certain factors could affect these odds, however.
For instance, someone's more likely 1o be struck if
they golf in the rain or camp during thunderstorm
season. It's often said that your cdds of being
struck by lightning are better than your odds of
winning the lottery. That's a vast understatement.
Your odds of winning the Power pall mulii-state
lottery jackpot are about one in 120,526,770, Yet
some people win two lottery jackpots.

Sullivan, a Virginia park ranger, survived seven
lightning strikes, making him the world record
holder. According to the Guinness Book of



Records, Sullivan was first hit by lightning in 1942,
and was struck six more times over the next 35
: ‘years. He was struck in the great outdoors. But he
was also zapped in an office and walking across
~'nis front yard to get the mail. 11 is also accurate to
“'say that a person is significantly more likely to be
“struck by lightning during the day than at night.
However, this is because peopie tend to be
Tpuidoors much more often during the day, not
“pecause day or night intrinsically have anything to
do with lightning.

-Trees are often victims of lightning strikes.

“'In my opinion, beth situations are quite unlikely to
“happen. If | were a student of that particular

Actuzlly there is not a perfect answer because
alightning is not something that a person knows
S~ when it will strike.  Also, it depends on which
s country you live in.  For instance, in Cyprus
slightning does not strike very often  but Florida,
he Sunshine State, is the place that one is most
‘likely to be struck lightning. The probability of
-being struck by lightning is not different depending
on whether you've already been struck before or
not.
There are documented cases of blind people
“having their sight restored after unplanned
‘encounters with lightning.

These two brothers did not recognize the
danger they were in. Their hair is standing
on end from a thunderstorm induced
electrical charge. The two brothers, and
their sister, were killed moments later when
lightning struck.

A Brier HISTORY OF THE INTERNET

The Internet was the result of some visionary
“thinking by people in the early 1960s who saw
“great potential value in allowing computers to
share information on research and development in
“scientific and military fields. J.C.R. Lickiider of
MIT, first proposed a globai network of computers
“in 1982, and moved over to the Defense
“ Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA} in
late 1962 to head the work to develop it. Leonard
“Kleinrork of MIT and later UCLA developed the
theory of packet switching, which was to form the
basis of internet connections. Lawrence Roberts
of MIT connected as Massachusetts computer
 with California computer in 1965 over diai-up
- telephone lines. It showed the feasibility of wide
area networking, but also showed that the
-~ itelephone line’s circuit switching was inadeguate.
- Kleinrock's packet switching theory was
" confirmed. Roberts moved over to DARBA in
1996 and developed his plan for ARBANET.
.. These visionaries and many more left unnamed
. here are the real founders of the Internet.
.+ The Internst, then know as ARPANET, was
~ brought online in 1969 under a contract let by ihe
renamed Advanced Research Projecis Agency
(ARPA) which initially connected four major
computers at universities in the southwestern US
. {UCLA, Stanford Research Institute, UCSE AND
© THE university of Utah). The coniract was carried
out by BBN of Cambridge, MA under Bob Kahn
and weni online in December 19638. By June

1970, MIT, Harvard, BBN and Systems
Development Ceorp (SDC) IN Santa Monica were
added. By January 1971, Stanford, MIT'S Lincoln
Labs, Carnegie- Mellon and Case - Western
Reverse 4 were added, In months 1o come,
NASA\AmMes, MITRE, Burroughs, RAND and the
U of lllinois plugged in. Nowadays, more than
180000000 computers are connected.

The Internet was designed in part to provide a
communications network that would work even if
some of the sites were destroyed by nuclear
attack. If the most direct route was not available,
routers would direct traffic around the network via
alternate routes.

Computer experts, engineers, scientists  and
thrariane used the early internet. There was
nothing friendly about it. There were no home or
office personal computers in those days and
anyone who used it, whether a computer
professional or an engineer or sclentist  or
librarian, had to learn to use a very complex
system.

In 1972, Ray Toiminson of BEN created the first
e-mail program. The advanced Research Projects
Agency (ARBA) was renamed the Defense
Advanced Research Agency (DARPA). ARPANET
was currently using the Network Control Protocot
(NCP) to transfer data. This allowe
communications between hosts running on the
same network.

In 1986, the National Science Foundation funded
NSFNet as a cross-couniry 56 Kbps backbone for
ihe internet. The maintained their sponsorship for
nearly a decade, setling rules for- its non-
commercial government and research uses.

As the commands for e-mail, FTP and telnet were
standardized, it becams a lot easier for non-
technical people to learn to use the nets. It was
not easy by today’s standards by any means, but
it did open up use of the Internet to many more
people in universities in particular, Other
depariments besides the liraries, computer,
physics and engineering departments found ways
to make good use the nets — to communicaie with
colleagues around the world and to share files
and resources.

While the number of sites on the Internet was
small, it was fairly easy to keep track of the
resources of the imterest that were available, But
as more and more universities and organizations
and their fibraries connected the Internet became
harder and harder to track. There was more and
more need for tools to index the resources that
were available.

The first effort, other than library catalogs, to index
the Internet was created in 1989, as Peter
Deutsch and his crew at McGill University in
Montreal, created an archiver for fip sites, which
they named Archie. This software would
periodically reach out to ali known openiy
availabie ftp sites, list their files and build a
ssarchable index of the software. The commands
1o search Archie were Unix commands and it took
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some knowledge of unix to use it ic its full
capabiiity.

At about the same time Brewster Kahle, then at
Thinking Machines, Corp. developed his Wide
Area Information Server (WAILS), which would
index the full text of files in a database and allow
searches of the files. There were several versions
with varying degrees of complexity and capability
developed, but the simplest of these were made
available to every on the nets. As it peak, Thinking
Machines maintained pointers to over 600
databases around the world which had been
indexed by WAILS,

Peter Scott of the University of Saskatichewan,
recognizing the need to bring together information
about alt the telnet accessible library catalogs on
the web, as well as other telnet resources,
brought out his Hyteinet catalog in 1990.

In 1991 the first really friendly interface to the
Internet was developed at the University of
Minnesota. The University wanted to develop a
simple menu system to access files and
information an campus through their local network
In 1989 another significant event took place in
making the nets easier to use .Tim Berners -Lee
and others at the European Laboratory for Particle
Physics, more popularly known as CERN,
proposed a new protocol for information
distribution. This protocol, which became the
World Wide Web in 1991, was based on
hypertext. A system of embedding links in text to
link to other text, which you have been using
every time you selected a text link while reading

these pages.

local dialup services such as the Well in
California and the World in Massachusetis
connected to the Internet in early 1992. All
pretenses of limitations on commercial use
disappeared in May 1995 when the National
Science Foundation ended its sponsorship of the
internet Dbackbone and all firaffic relied on
commercial networks.  AOL, Prodigy and
CompuServe came online.

The most common home use of the web is
sending emails through a mail sending service,
this allows people to keep in touch with sach
other, People are able to keep in contact with
friends and relatives and keep updated in each
other's lives no matier how far apart they are.

With digital cameras many people edit and print
their own photographs and can send them
through email to friends and relatives.

Students can use the internet for projects, which
teachers give them. Weather the project is
Geography or English you wilt always find plenty
of information an the Internet.

There are many ways for teachers 10 use the
internet as well.
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Teachers can read Fiction Written for Children.
There are thousands of sites that post short texis
of folk tales, fables, legends and ryths at various
fevels  of reading difficulty.  Some have
ilfustrations and some are mostly text. Students
can compare lessons, themes, or story elements
with class reading materials. In addition, there are
numerous sites of poetry for children.

Teachers can go on a trip with their Class by
going on the Internet. If teachers wish to take their
students on a trip and they don't have any ideas
were to take them they can ook on the Internet for
information about different exciting places.
Teachers can also take a virtual field trip with their
Class. By using a projector or TV to enlarge the
computer screen they can visit a museum site or

other location related to  your curriculum
topic. They can have students take turns
controlling the mouse as the whole class

participates in a discussion of what they find. If
the site has an email feature, the students can
come up with some questions to ask the experts
at that site. Children can also write about their
experiences. The web site might be ieft up during
the writing time so that children can refresh their
memories and check information as needed.
Communicate With Another Class Through
Email.

Children from all over the world can communicate
by going on the Internet. They can send pictures,
articles, letters, texts and videos to each other by
writing the person’s e-mail address. Kids can have
the chance to correspond with one significant
person. This person could be someone related or
a friend. For exampie, teachers have had their
ciass wrile to a friend or relative who lives in
ancther country. This is a comfortable way to
begin using email with students, because you
know who they are communicating with,

Other places the Internet can be useful

The Internet is used for healing. Patients and
doctors keep up-to-date with the latest medical
findings, share treatment experience, and give
one another suppert around medical problems.
Some practitioners exchange e-mail directly with
their patients.

Purpose of advertising

Functions of advertising

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Bookeeping and accoumnting are both concerned
with the financial records of a business. The
detailed recording of all the financial transactions
is known as bookkeeping. Accounting makes use
of these records to prepare periodic financial
statements, which can be used to assess the
performance of the business.

Every business transaction which is in fact the
exchange of a commodity for money or other
value is characterized by the elements of giving
and receiving. Examples of business transactions
are the sale of goods, the purchase of goods and
the performance of a service. All these business
transactions are recorded in the books of account
through a common accepted principle, the double
entry bookeening.

The aim of every owner of a business is for the
business {o make a profii. Periodically, usually at
the end of every year, a Trading and Profit and
Loss Account is prepared which shows the
calculation of the profit earned by the business.
Where a business makes a profit, the owner can
receive proper return on the money invested in
the business. Where a business makes a loss it
may eventually resuit in the business being closed
down as the owner's invesiment in the business
falls.

The owner of a business may also need to know
the financial position of the business. For this
purpose a statement is prepared periodically thai
shows the financial position of the business,
called the Balance Sheet. The Balance Sheet is in
fact a photograph of a business, a description of
what the business owns and owes on the dale -
that it is prepared.

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THE MEART

Everybody has a heart, not bigger than a hand
fist. it is a very important muscle in the body and it
is between the lungs, in the chest. It is divided in
to the right and left side. Every heart has two
atriums, two ventricles and two valves. In the left
atrium comes the blood from the lungs and in the
right atrium comes the blood from the body. The
veniricle’s job is to send the blood around the
body (from the left ventricie) and 1o the iungs
{from the right ventricle}, Between each atrium
and ventricle there is a valve. It makes sure that
the blood can't flow in the wrong direction. It
opens like a door when the blood goes in to the
ventricle.

The heart pumps blood to the lungs and the other
parts of the body.

How the blood fravels around the:

First the heart pumps the blood from the right
ventricle to the lungs. It separates into small
airbags where there is the exchange of oxygen
and carbon dioxide. Then the blood goes back to
ihe heart into the left atrium full of oxygen.

The blood leaves the heart again to trave! around
the body taking the oxygen and minerals atc to all
the diffsrent paris of the body. As it travels it
coliects carbon diexide and other waste from the
difierent parts of the body.

The body has arteries and veins. The arteris
carry the blood with useful minerals and oxygen
and the veins carry the blood with carbon dioxide
and the waste. As the blood re enters the fungs i
leaves the carbon dioxide and collects the
oxygen. The cycie begins again. This is called
The Circulatory System.

The average time that every heart pumps blood is
100 thousands times a day. it pumps 5 fitres of .
blood when a person is calm and 25 litres when a
person is siressed. A heart is about 10 cm in
length, 10 cm in width and 5 cm thick. [t is usually
300/350 grams in weight.

The last one was called the Tchambuli tribs,
where traditional gender roles found in Britain
were  reversed. Men shared feminine
characteristics such as doing the shopping and
putting on make up and jewelry to make them
altractive. Women were more aggressive and
practical. They made the sexual advances 1o men
and did ail the trading.

These examples show that gender roles are not
in-born, since they differ between societies. Also,
this research shows that our biclogy does not
necessarily decide our gender identity.

Another example that supports the above itheory
is the example of a boy whose genilals were
accidentally cut off. They decided to raise im as
a girl (he had surgery) but also to ireat him as a
gin. Within a few years he had a completely
feminine gender identity,

As a result examples like this have led
sociologists to conclude that masculine and
feminine  gender identities are  primarily
constructed  through socialization, rather than
biological differences between men and women.
